Re: Call for Action to Preserve Patient Access

As an interventional pain management staff member, I write to express my disappointment to learn that you will likely not deal with the pending physician reimbursement cuts and the devastating ASC cuts for interventional pain management procedures prior to the holiday recess. It is my fear that if Congress does not take action prior to this, seniors will lose access to interventional pain management. 

I understand that the physician payment fix should be for at least two years with a change in the law rather than yearly fix which will accumulate the cuts in the third year to 20% at one time. I also support modest cuts for Medicare Advantage Plan; however, I do not support complete elimination of Medicare Advantage Plans.

My second issue of concern is the ASC cuts for interventional pain management procedures. ASCs offer the most effective venue of service for interventional pain management along with appropriately equipped offices. Unfortunately for many patients, these cuts will likely stop many who suffer in pain from obtaining services and leave us to suffer in needless pain. I fear that these cuts will put many surgery centers out of business. 

I understand that although there are two bills which have been introduced by the Honorable Mike Crapo (R-ID) in the Senate and the Honorable Kendrick Meek (D-17th Fl) and Wally Herger (R-2nd CA) in the House; these unfortunately will not fix the ASC issue for interventional pain management. I understand that a temporary reprieve for interventional procedures performed in ASCs by a carve-out for 9 procedures would be most effective

Please do not wait but act immediately as this is critical to patient access and all the American public. Once again, thank you for all your help.
