I am writing to you as a patient with great concerns regarding the payment coverage of discography performed in the Ambulatory Surgical Center (ASC) setting. 

It is my fear that the present payment policy fails to recognize the inequity between multiple settings and the importance of discography being performed in an ASC setting. One example of this pertains to the lumbar discography procedure. The current CMS reimbursement policy creates a huge difference in the payment system and causes multiple access issues while increasing the cost of the program. One way to remedy this problem is to allow discography CPT 62290 and 62291 as approved procedures for ASCs and provide a payment for these services.

Based on the information provided and also by review of the fee schedule it is our belief that if discography is performed in an ASC there will be tremendous savings for Medicare and more importantly it will ensure patient access to discography. Medicare may also provide strict regulations defining indications and medical necessity for discography to be performed in Medicare population.

I ask that you please help to remedy this grievous problem by signing on to the attached letter. The letter explains the vastness of the problem and greater detail and I believe you will see how important it is that we convince CMS to change its current policy for this procedure.
