Dear Members of Congress:
First, I would like to thank you for your recent actions that reduced the regulatory burden and FDA regulations; this helped reduce drug shortages. As a concerned citizen, I have great concern about three issues: single dose vials for infection control, ICD-10 implementation, and electronic medical records implementation. All three of these items are very expensive, have not been proven, and may result in the closing of many medical practices due to escalating costs. I am writing you to request that these regulations be modified before it is too late for our health care system, its patients and physicians. 

As explained to you in a letter you received from the American Society of Interventional Pain Physicians (ASIPP), practitioners continue to face major hurdles in operating their practices at break even points. The changes I am requesting will affect not only the medical community, but the entire health care industry, and will result in savings of billions of dollars in the future without affecting quality of care.
